Installation

NOTE: Solid rivets or blind rivet fasteners may be used in place of SPR fasteners after enlarging existing holes to 6.5 mm.
1. Using a hammer and dolly dedicated to aluminum repair, straighten any door shell distortion as necessary.

2. 80-120 grit sand paper.
Sand to remove all adhesive from the contact area and clean.
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3. 80-120 grit sand paper.
Sand to remove the e-coat from the mating surface and clean.
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4. Apply adhesive.
Material: Metal Bonding Adhesive / TA-1, TA-1-B, 3M™ 08115, LORD Fusor® 108B
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5. NOTICE: To prevent work-hardening of the metal do not use the hammer and dolly method for closing the hem flange. A hem flanging tool
designed to work with aluminum is the preferred method.

Install, clamp and partially close the flange. Remove the clamp after partially closing the flange.
